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INTERNATIONAL SERVICE— The Oberlin Rotary Bus 

Can you imagine a community in Puerta Varas, 
Chile, that will be receiving a big Yellow school 
bus from the Oberlin City Schools, courtesy of 
the Oberlin Rotary Club?? 

How did this happen??    Let’s look back at a recent 
scenario!! 

In 2006, we hosted a District 6600 Group Study 
Exchange team for Chile, and 4 of the young peo-
ple, plus their team leader, stayed with Oberlin Ro-
tarians for a week.  They brought a request for ei-
ther a used school bus or a used fire engine with 
them.  Over the next year, conversations were initi-
ated with the Oberlin City School System person in 
charge of the school buses, Everitt Tyree, a former 
Rotarian.  He felt that something could be arranged, 
but nothing official happened.  Then, in March of 
2007, Jeanne McKibben, who had hosted two of the 
young Chilean women, had the opportunity to visit 
Chile and stayed with Paola Alverez, who is now a 
Rotarian living in Puerta Varas, and had been the 
primary instigator of the initial request for a school 
bus ( or fire engine).  She was very enthusiastic 
about continuing the project and, of course, showed 
Jeanne all around her home city.  This included 
beautiful lakes and waterfalls plus spectacular vol-
canoes, her mother’s fabulous empanadas and her 
husband and son, Diego’s, wonderful smiles. 

After Jeanne returned from Chile (and Antarctica), 
the plan to obtain the school bus resumed.  By mid 
summer, it seemed very likely that we would have a 
bus available for the Oberlin Rotary Club to pur-
chase to send to Chile.  In the fall of 2007, Geoff 
Andrews, the Superintendent of the Oberlin City 
Schools, took the request to the School Board and it 
was passed.   The recognition of the sale of the bus 
to the Oberlin Rotary Club took place on August 
31, 2007, but the official transfer of title has been 
postponed until the bus is ready for travel to Chile.  
This postponement was necessitated by the realiza-
tion that insurance on the bus could be easily main-
tained by the school district until the time of actual 
movement off their property to the transfer point for 
travel to Chile if they maintained ownership of the 
bus until then.  The Chilean Rotary Club has a 
matching grant through Rotary International to help 
in their expenses and is actively working out the 
details of transfer.  The Oberlin Rotary Club is in 
the process of making arrangements for the trans-
port of the bus to a departure port to be determined 
by the Puerta Varas Rotary Club when it completes 
its arrangements. 

It’s an amazing story!!  But this is just a small ex-
ample of the kind of thing that can occur through 
the personal interaction of the Rotary Group Study 
Exchange.

From the earliest days of the organization, Rotarians 
were concerned with promoting high ethical stan-
dards in their professional lives. One of the world's 
most widely printed and quoted statements of busi-
ness ethics is The 4-Way Test, which was created in 
1932 by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor (who later 
served as RI president) when he was asked to take 
charge of a company that was facing bankruptcy. 
This 24-word test of ethics for employees to follow 
in their business and professional lives became the 
guide for sales, production, advertising, and all rela-
tions with dealers and customers, and the survival of 
the company is credited to this simple philosophy. 
Adopted by Rotary in 1943, the 4-Way Test has 
been translated into more than a hundred languages 
and published in thousands of ways. 

“Of the things we think, say or do: 
1. Is it the TRUTH? 
2. Is it FAIR to all concerned? 
3. Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER 

FRIENDSHIPS? 
4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?"

Luczkowski and Dalton Rimbert.  They were honored on 
September 15, 2006 at the weekly noon luncheon of the 
Oberlin Rotary Club at the Oberlin Inn.

The cyber club is just like regular Rotary 
clubs, except instead of meeting weekly, it takes 
place in online discussion forums, 24 hours a day, 
seven days a week. Members simply log on to 
www.rotaryeclubone.org or www.rotary5450.org/
eclub to share the latest club news and create com-
munity service projects. 

"Our meetings are asynchronous - they do not re-
quire participants to be online at the same time," 
said Rotary e-Club One charter President John 

Minter, a former member of the sponsoring Rotary 
Club of Boulder, Colorado, USA.
